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Critical Information Specific to 
Schedule 73
The information provided in this document is specific to Schedule 73. Before submitting your offer, please ensure you have met all of the requirements outlined in this document that are applicable to the products or services you are offering, as well as any other applicable general requirements listed in the solicitation attachments (e.g. Information and Instructions to Offerors, Corporate and Project Experience, Commercial Sales Practices Format, etc.).

1. Any offer submitted after February 4, 2013 MUST be submitted with attachments from the Solicitation dated January 2, 2013 (Refresh 18).  Offers received after February 4, 2013 that are submitted with documents on versions prior to Refresh 18 will be rejected as non-responsive.

2. The eOffer system is limited in the number of required documents needed to substantiate a complete offer.  There are most likely a number of additional documents you will need to upload in order for your submission to be considered complete.  Anything that is not a required document in eOffer should be uploaded as an optional document.  You can upload as many ‘Optional’ documents as needed to meet the solicitation requirements.  For any document that is required that is not applicable to your submission (i.e. – you are a small business but the Subcontracting Plan is a required document) you may upload a statement on company letterhead stating that the requirement is not applicable to your submission and the reason why it is not applicable.

3. If you are offering services, please see the attachment titled Schedule 73 – Services Pricing Proposal for critical required information pertaining to the submission of these services.  Offers for stand- alone services subject the Service Contract Act (SCA), such as repair or maintenance services, must include copies of Wage Determinations applicable to the location(s) of expected performance.

4. Effective November 22, 2010, all products added by modification to current contracts or awarded under new contracts for Special Item Numbers  (SINs) 302-49, Refrigeration Equipment - including Blast Freezers, Chillers; Commercial Refrigerators; Commercial Freezers; Dairy Cases; Deli Cases; Walk-In Refrigerators; Walk-In Freezers; Ice Dispensers; Ice Making Equipment; Ice Storage Bins and Carts, SIN 302 15 – Commercial Dishwashers, and SIN 375-361 - Biodegradable Cleaner/Degreaser (Water Based) Non-Phenolic and Non-Petroleum - Products approved by USDA for Food Handling Areas, must meet the following Government standards.  Executive Order 13514 (http://www.fedcenter.gov/programs/eo13514/) requires that 95% of all new contract actions are designated for “green” products and/or services through certification guidelines established by governmental agencies.  In order to begin implementation of that order, GSA has designated these two SINs on Schedule 73, which will require “green” qualifications.  For SIN 302-49, all items, where applicable, must meet Energy Star or Federal Energy Management Program (FEMP) requirements (where applicable), and be qualified Energy Star or FEMP compliant.  Energy Star lighting specifications can be obtained through the website at http://www.energystar.gov/index.cfm?c=new_specs.luminaires.  Information on how products earn the ENERGY STAR label can be found at http://www.energystar.gov/index.cfm?c=products.pr_how_earn.   Energy Star is a joint program of the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency and the U.S. Department of Energy helping us all save money and protect the environment through energy efficient products and practices.   For SIN 375-361 all items must be certified as Biopreferred by obtaining certification from the U. S. Department of Agriculture at www.biopreferred.gov.  If the items offered are qualified, please make that attestation in writing.  Please provide a spreadsheet that references the items and the applicable qualification they meet.   If they do not meet the criteria (i.e. - there is no available specifications for the items offered), please make that attestation in writing.  If they do not meet the required qualifications and the qualifications are listed and available to meet, you will need to exclude these items from your offer.

5. NAICS Codes – You are required to update your SAM registration to reflect the applicable NAICS (North American Industry Classification Codes) based on the scope of the products and/or services you are offering.   Our solicitation limits us to selecting a certain number of NAICS to associate with each SIN.  If the NAICS listed in the solicitation do not match the scope of your offering, you need to register the applicable ones in SAM.  If you certify your company as a large business in ORCA for purposes of the applicable NAICS, you will be required to submit a Small Business Subcontracting Plan for approval with your offer.  Templates for this plan can be found with the solicitation documentation.  Failure to submit a Subcontracting Plan if you certify as a large business in ORCA will result in rejection of your offer submitted.

6. Please provide product literature/specifications for all items offered so a determination of suitability can be made.  Offers will not be accepted if this determination cannot be made.  If there are a large number of spec/product literature sheets, please upload these into several large files as opposed to a large number of small files.

7. Financial documentation (Income Statement and Balance Sheet) from your firm’s last 2 fiscal years must be submitted with your Schedule 73 offer (For all offers – products or services or some combination of).  Your offer will be rejected if these are not provided.

8. Please note with all offers, the offer must be submitted by an official within the company – CEO, President, VP, board member, etc..  If the offer is digitally submitted by an employee where it cannot be determined that they can financially commit the company, a letter must accompany the offer allowing the digital signer in question to have the authority to submit the offer on behalf of the company.  The letter needs to be written and signed by someone who can financially commit the company.  For offers submitted by a 3rd party agent or consultant, please include at a minimum one employee of the company with the authority to sign contract documents as an authorized negotiator.

9. Please provide a copy of your standard commercial warrant and restocking policy.

10. Post-award documents (Modification package, Option package, etc.) will no longer be posted in FedBizOpps with the solicitation. Rather, they will be located on the Greater Southwest Acquisition Website.  To access this website, please go to gsa.gov and keyword search ‘Post Award Schedule 56’ to access all post award documentation.

11. If the products you are offering contain Hazardous Material in accordance with clause 52.223-3, you must provide the Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) that meet the requirements 29 CFR 1910.1200(g) and the latest version of Federal Standard No. 313, for all hazardous material identified in paragraph (b) of clause 52.223-3.  Please upload these as optional documents in the eOffer system.

12. If products with a shelf life are offered under Special Item Number (SIN) 302-2, they must have a shelf life of one year from the date of ship (not date of production).  You must certify via signed letter submitted with your offer that all items offered have a shelf stable life of one year from the date they will be shipped to the customer in question.  If you are not able to make this certification, your offer will be rejected.  Acceptable food items to support disaster recovery are bottled water, potable water, non-perishable meals including Meals Ready-to-Eat (MRE’s), Emergency Food Kits, and Emergency Meals.

13. SIN 852 3 – Lodging and Hospitality Supplies and Services (Catalog) is a catalog only SIN.  In order to offer items for consideration under this SIN, you must provide a commercially published catalog of a large scope of items suitable under this SIN with your offer (This can be provided vial postal mail concurrently with your submission).   Offers submitted for a small number of items under this SIN will not be accepted.   Please list all applicable items under the individual SIN within Schedule 73.
