Bunk beds, bunkable beds, and underbed drawers shall be performance tested and test reports provided as specified in Purchase Description 3FNE 99-582B.

SIN 71-396 Leased Furniture
Items shall comply with one of the other SIN descriptions in this schedule, including all applicable flammability test requirements and performance test requirements that ensure user safety, i.e. all applicable ANSI/BIFMA X5.1 tests for rotary chairs. Furniture pieces offered under the lease SIN, that are already on GSA contract under a "purchase" SIN in this schedule, require no further testing.

SIN 31-397 Rental Furniture
Items shall comply with one of the other SIN descriptions in this schedule, including all applicable flammability test requirements and performance test requirements that ensure user safety, i.e. all applicable ANSI/BIFMA X5.1 tests for rotary chairs. Furniture pieces offered under the rental SIN, that are already on GSA contract under a "purchase" SIN in this schedule, require no further testing.

TESTING REQUIREMENTS
Products offered shall meet the acceptance criteria in the applicable documents and GSA requirements when tested in accordance with the appropriate tests for that product.  When test reports are required, actual copies of test reports shall be provided.  When test certifications are required, only certifications shall be provided however, GSA reserves the right to request actual copies of test reports at any time prior to contract award or during the course of the contract.  Failure to provide test reports may result in rejection of the offer or termination of the contract.  If a dispute arises relating to testing, GSA reserves the right to determine whether a test is appropriate for the product offered

Unless otherwise noted, a representative sample may be used for products having multiple variations of the same basic construction.  Products that are specifically distinguished in the test standard or in this solicitation shall have each model tested.  The representative sample shall be the worst case for the test involved.

Performance Test, Reporting and Certification Requirements

Unless otherwise noted, manufacturers must provide to GSA a test certification stating that the products offered have been tested and have passed the applicable test requirements.  The certification must be included with the offer.  Manufacturer shall retain the test reports used as the basis for the certification for the term of the contract.  At any time, GSA may request a copy of the test report.  Failure to provide the report may result in cancellation of the contract.

Unless otherwise specified, test certifications shall be based on passing performance test results not more than 3 years old at time of submittal of offer.  All performance tests shall be performed again when test standard is revised OR product is changed, as defined below.  If test standard is not revised or product is not changed, all performance tests shall be performed again within 5 years from the date of the original test and every 5 years thereafter during the term of the contract.

Unless otherwise specified, if the manufacturer is ISO 9001 registered and the tests were performed while the manufacturer was ISO 9001 registered, performance tests are valid for the term of the contract unless changes have been made to the product or test standard is revised.  A copy of the offeror’s ISO 9001 registration showing compliance must be submitted with the reports/certifications.  Manufacturers that become ISO 9001 registered during the term of the contract must complete one successful test sequence after the registration.

As a minimum, the test certification shall be submitted on company letterhead and shall include the following information:

1. The manufacturer’s name and model number of the item tested, or if appropriate, the product line tested.
2. Test method number(s) and edition date used for testing.
3. Date or range of dates that the test(s) were performed.
4. A statement that testing and certification apply to the product offered and that products offered meet all applicable test requirements.
5. Signature, date, and title of the company official accepting technical responsibility for testing.
Product Changes and Retesting Requirements
Testing shall be performed again before any product changes are made during the 5 year period regardless of the age of the tests.  Testing due to product change(s) shall be submitted to GSA before the product change is made.  Product changes that would require retesting include changes to the design, joinery, components, hardware supplier or construction.  Following are examples of changes that would warrant retesting.  These are only examples of the type of changes that would necessitate retesting but is not intended to be an all-inclusive list.
· Reducing thickness of steel.
· Changing the shape of a steel formation in the product.
· Using longer drawer suspensions. (Using shorter length suspensions would not require retesting).
· Changing brand or model of drawer suspensions even if they are the same basic design.
· Changing grade or type of wood core material.  (Changing the supplier of wood core material but not changing type and grade would not require retesting.)
· Changing frame materials in any part of a sofa/chair such as from solid lumber to another material such as plywood.
· Changing spring system in a sofa/chair such as from hand tied coil springs to another system.
· Changing joinery method in any part of a sofa/chair frame such as from dowels to gang nail plates.
· Reducing thickness/width dimensions of wood frame members.
· Changing wood joinery method such as from dowels to biscuits.
Retesting:  Test certifications or actual test reports as applicable, for retesting for any reason, shall be submitted to the contracting officer no later than 3 months after the test was performed.

Current edition of test standard:  Test certifications or actual test reports as applicable, shall be based upon the most recent edition of the test standard.  If a new industry standard is issued, items shall be retested in accordance with the new test standard.  These revised tests shall be submitted to GSA within 18 months of the issuance date of the new standard regardless of the age of testing previously performed.  On new offers, GSA will accept certifications for tests performed using the previous editions of an industry standard for up to 8 months after the approval date of a revision.
Flammability Testing and Reporting Requirements

TEST REPORTS (in lieu of certification) are REQUIRED for flammability and acoustics and may be required for other tests noted in this solicitation for specific products offered.  To the fullest extent possible, test reports shall comply with the guidelines detailed in ISO Guide 17025.

Flammability and acoustical tests shall be conducted by an independent testing laboratory, the vendors ISO Guide 17025 self certified testing facility, or the vendors ISO 9001 registered facility.

Seating

All upholstery components (fabric, vinyl, leather, foam, batting, etc.) used in seating products being offered, shall comply with the applicable requirements of the State of California Technical Bulletin (TB) 117, latest issue in effect.  Compliance with TB 117 shall be determined through testing and periodic retesting of the upholstery components by the component or seating manufacturer or an independent laboratory.

Evidence of compliance with TB 117 shall be submitted with an offer for any seating items utilizing upholstery components.  The evidence of compliance will be evaluated by GSA and shall consist of one of the following or a combination of the following to cover all utilized components:

(1) Product sample cards indicating compliance of the described upholstery components with TB 117;

(2) Component manufacturer's published product specification sheets indicating compliance of the described upholstery components with TB 117;

(3) Published commercial catalogs (from component supplier or furniture manufacturer) indicating compliance of specifically identified upholstery components, such as a listing of fabric pattern names, with TB 117.  Statements of compliance addressing general categories of components, such as “all our fabrics and filling materials meet TB 117”, are NOT acceptable.

(4) Laboratory test reports showing that the tested upholstery components meet all applicable sections of TB 117.  In order to be considered complete and acceptable, a test report must include:  specific identification of the tested product; the individual specimen results; the test date (not more than 3 years old when submitted); and the name of the person responsible for flammability compliance.

(5) A test certification from an independent test laboratory.  In order to be considered complete and acceptable, the test certification must be on the laboratory's company letterhead, must specifically identify the products tested and found to comply with TB 117.  Product must be identified by manufacturer and part or model number or product line.  The date(s) of the testing on which the certification is based must be included.  The certification must be dated and signed by a responsible official of the test lab.

When proposing new seating items for addition to an existing contract, the contractor’s request shall include the information specified in 1 or 2 below, as applicable:

1. Evidence of TB 117 compliance (as described above) for the upholstery components, used in the new seating products, that have not already approved for the contract AND a signed letter, prepared on company letterhead, stating that all other upholstery components used in the new seating products are identical to components previously approved for flammability by GSA.

2. A signed letter, prepared on company letterhead, stating that all upholstery components used in the new seating products are identical to components previously approved for flammability by GSA.

During the term of the contract, if planned manufacturing changes will result in the use of new upholstery components, components from a different supplier, etc., then the contractor shall submit evidence of compliance (as described above) with TB 117 for those components to the GSA contracting officer for review and approval.  Written GSA approval must be obtained before the manufacturing changes are made to products on contract.

Upon request by GSA, during the term of the contract, the contractor shall furnish a copy of the test report on which TB 117 compliance was based.

Compliance with State of California Technical Bulletin (TB) 133 is not required for this SIN.  Contractors offering products advertised as compliant with TB 133 should be prepared to provide proof of TB 133 compliance when requested by customers.

Mattresses

Mattress flammability test requirements are in 3FNE 99-584A.

Mattresses (as defined in 1632.1) shall comply with test requirements in 16 CFR Part 1632 (FF 4-72-cigarette resistance test).  In addition, mattresses and mattress sets (as defined in 1633.2) shall comply with 16 CFR 1633 (open flame test).  Offerors shall provide the following information to show that mattresses/mattress sets they are offering comply with the above required tests:

1. Certification of compliance with 16 CFR 1632 (FF 4-72-cigarette resistance test).  As a minimum, the test certification shall be submitted on company letterhead and shall include the following information:

· The manufacturer’s name and model numbers of the mattresses tested.

· Date or range of dates that the test(s) were performed.

· A statement that testing and certification apply to the mattresses offered and that mattresses offered meet applicable test requirements.

· Signature, date and title of the company official accepting technical responsibility for testing.

2. Photocopy of the fully completed flammability “law labels” for the 16 CFR Part 1633 (open flame test) that are attached to each mattress and, as applicable, foundation.

Vertical fabrics

Vertical fabrics shall meet the small-scale NFPA 701 flammability test.

ELECTRICAL COMPONENTS

Electrical components incorporated into furniture products must meet applicable UL standards for safety.

Safety Requirements (All SINs)

(a) All electrical components, including installation methods and instructions, shall comply with the applicable Underwriters Laboratories (UL) standards and UL Dorm Room Safety 101 guidelines available online at www.ul.com .

(b) All unframed glass doors and table top inserts shall use tempered glass.
